SUBJECTIVE: The patient is contacting the office to be seen in televisit for a positive COVID-19 testing with symptoms starting three days ago with fever, chills, headache, some cough, shortness of breath, and profuse diarrhea started yesterday two to three times per hour. He is able to replenish through with losses. No nausea or vomiting reported. He took some Imodium, NyQuil, and Alka-Seltzer. He tested positive today for COVID-19.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes hypertension and plantar fasciitis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Include leg fracture repair.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had no kids. He has history of remote smoking. Occasional alcohol use. No drug use. He works as a home inspector.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for coronary artery disease and aneurysm in his father. Mother is healthy. His sister died from colon cancer.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include gabapentin and lisinopril.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Acute SARS CoV-2 infection/COVID-19 syndrome with diarrhea as a profuse symptom. The patient will be treated with multidrug early treatment protocol including ivermectin, azithromycin, Bromfed DM, vitamin C, Zinc, vitamin D3, quercetin, and melatonin. The patient was advised to slow down his diarrhea with Imodium and replenish his fluid losses with Gatorade.
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The patient was advised that ivermectin is not FDA approved to treat COVID and is being used off label and he is agreeable to proceed with treatment. The patient will be seen in one week for followup.
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
