Mrs. Moreno is a 75-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2008. She also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. For her diabetes, she is on Toujeo 140 units once daily, Jardiance 25 mg once daily, Trulicity 4.5 mg once weekly, and metformin 500 mg twice a day. She reports blood sugars in a 180 range and sometimes she has a blood sugar greater than 200. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She reports occasional blurry vision and she requires glasses.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will order current hemoglobin A1c and we will adjust her diabetic regimen and place on Mounjaro 5 mg once weekly and stop the Trulicity. I will adjust her metformin and Jardiance and place her on Synjardy XR 25 mg once daily and I will adjust her Toujeo dose to 50 units twice a day.

2. I will also check the patient for hypercortisolism and check her current 8 a.m. cortisol if needed we will plan on order a dexamethasone suppression test.
3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.
