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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he has had traumatic brain injury.  It was in March 1968, in Vietnam.  The patient was in a group of soldiers.  However, they were attacked.  There were hand grenade explosions with shrapnel.  The shrapnel hit his left side of the head.  Caused his left head to be profusely bleeding.  He had instant loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  He tells me that he was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused, disoriented.  He had severe head pain.  The patient was dazed out.  The patient tells me that he needed to continue fighting.  However, he had significant cognitive and memory deficits.
The patient since then has significant headaches.  He tells me that he has significant headache on an everyday basis.  He also has hearing deficit.  He feels pressure inside the head.  His memory is not as good as before.  The patient has been taking naproxen every day for headaches.

The patient is currently not working.  MoCA examination showed 26/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.  The patient missed 1 on attention.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in March 1968, in Vietnam.  He was involved in a hand grenade explosion.  The shrapnel hit the left side of the head, caused him to have profusely bleeding.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe headaches.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was dazed.  Since the incident, the patient has severe headaches.  The patient feels pressure in the head.  The patient has memory deficits and cognitive deficits.  The patient needs to take naproxen.  On MoCA examination, the patient missed 3/5 on the delay recall.  The patient has memory deficits.  This is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury given that he has a loss consciousness from grenade explosion and shrapnel hit the head causing profuse bleeding in the head.  The headache, the pressure in the head, cognitive deficits, memory deficits, these are all signs and symptoms common for traumatic brain injury.
