I also discussed with the nurse practitioner and the family has decided patient to be DNR/DNI and comfort care. I reviewed the patient medications.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain. No palpitation.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea reported by the staff. No other issue reported.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is lying in the bed, disoriented, and forgetful.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 109/76, pulse 60, temperature 98.1, respiration 18, and pulse ox 99.0%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is awake, lying on the bed, forgetful, disoriented, and not answering any questions properly.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted to the subacute rehab for continuation of medical care, medical management, and PT/OT.

2. End-stage dementia.

3. History of CVA.
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4. Chronic atrial fibrillation on anticoagulation.

5. Generalized weakness.

6. History of UTI treated.

7. History of colon cancer status post hemicolectomy.

8. History of hypertension.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. I have discussed with the patient son he agreed patient to be DNR/DNI in comfort care. We will continue the present medication, medical management, and Followup closely.
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
