This is a 40-year-old hospice patient being evaluated today for face-to-face evaluation. Ms. Terriely suffers from endstage COPD, cor pulmonale, sleep apnea severe, pulmonary hypertension, pedal edema, shortness of breath, and morbid obesity. Her breathing has gotten much worse. She is currently on 4L of oxygen. She had been using only oxygen at night and one time she was on CPAP. It is becoming evident that without CPAP, she is more short of breath and she has severe weakness during the day and hypersomnolence.

As far as hospice is concerned, it is definitely worsening. Hence the reason for the need for CPAP. She has chronic dyspnea. She is not able to get into the bed. So she sleeps on air mattress on the ground. She is weak. She has incontinence issues and lives with her family. She has a KPS score of 40% and is severely debilitated and weak. 
I am going to order CPAP machine for this woman and started her on 5/10 mmHg H2O setting in order to provide her with oxygen that she needs at time and to keep as comfortable as possible. Overall prognosis remains poor. She remains hospice appropriate. Expected to live less than six months.
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
