Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Left leg external fixator in place. He has some irritation at the pain side, but there is no discharge from the wound. Chronic skin changes in the left foot noted.

Neurologic: He is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Left foot Charcot with flare.

2. Charcot deformity of the left foot.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II.

4. Hypertension.

5. Opioid use disorder on methadone.

6. Left foot wound with infection that was treated with antibiotics in the hospital.

7. History of hepatitis C treated.

8. Status post removal of the hardware by podiatry Dr. Jacob Wynes. Left talectomy and application of external hardware on the left leg. Because of infection, the patient has been started on IV antibiotics and PICC line as per I&D recommendations. Cefepime and linezolid.

PLAN OF CARE: We will continue antibiotics. Continue monitoring for diabetes. Continue all the current medications. Followup lab. PT and OT. Care plan discussed with the patient.
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
