PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/74. Pulse 74. Temperature 98.6 F. Respiration 18 per minute Pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2. Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neurologic: She is awake and alert, but forgetful and disoriented.

LABS: Urinalysis not suggestive for UTI and the patient has already ordered for the chest x-ray. We are waiting for chest x-ray report to be done and urinalysis unremarkable. We will also repeat CBC on Monday.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Leukocytosis.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Hypertension.

4. Previous CVA.
5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN OF CARE: We will continue all the current medications and followup lab and chest x-ray.
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
