An 80-year-old woman admitted to hospice with heart failure, breast cancer, and history of DVT. This 80-year-old woman has been having increased shortness of breath, decreased weight, and help with ADLs. The patient is now in pain and has a KPS score of 50%. The patient’s history is consistent with nausea, weight loss, aspiration chronic, not eating, and history of gouty arthritis. The patient remains in pain as I mentioned, decreased weight, decreased appetite, shortness of breath, and air hunger. The patient’s congestive heart failure and low ejection fraction has caused her to be anxious and live with difficulty resting at night. She also suffers from diabetes, DVT, and anxiety. She is currently on duloxetine as well as Eliquis for her symptoms of DVT.

The patient’s condition has worsened to the point that she is no longer interested in going back and forth to the hospital, wants to stay at home and wants to live in dignity at home. The patient has family member who is staying with her and is expected to do poorly hence is hospice appropriate given her endstage congestive heart failure and associated symptoms.
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
