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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 71-year-old Hispanic female with history of CKD stage V. The patient has a neurogenic bladder with chronic Foley catheter and relapse in urinary tract infections. The patient comes today complaining of weakness, tiredness, general malaise and fouled smell urine. We are going to refer her to the lab for a urine culture and start antibiotics as soon as we can. This patient comes today with an estimated GFR that 10 mL/min. She does not have hyperkalemia. The potassium is 4.8, CO2 23, chloride 104, BUN 15 and creatinine 4.26. This patient is in the case to start dialysis. Unfortunately not up until we solve urinary infection, will be able to do any procedures.

2. Arterial hypertension that is out of control.

3. Anemia related to CKD.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.

5. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

6. We are going to attentive to that result of the urine culture and we will decide when to put the patient in the hospital and how we are going to treat this patient.
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
