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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old Hispanic female that was recently admitted to the hospital with COVID infection. The patient claims that she lost the hearing significantly apparently after she was placed on the MRI. From the point of view of nephrology, this patient has a serum creatinine reported on 07/24/2023 that was 1 mg%, a BUN of 23 with an estimated GFR of 52 and there is no evidence of proteinuria. The protein in the urine and the urinary sediment are completely normal.

2. The patient is no longer CKD IIIA-A1.

3. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. Blood pressure reading today 160/70.

4. The patient has coronary artery disease that is followed by the cardiologist.

5. Diabetes mellitus that has been under control. I have to keep in mind that the patient is on Jardiance because of the proteinuria and that has got better significantly. I am going to return Mrs. Villanueva to the primary physician, Dr. Sharma and, if he considers it necessary to get a nephrology followup, we will be more than happy to follow her in the practice.
