History: Ms. Betty Williams was seen today. Ms. Betty Williams has multiple medical problems. Basically, she dwells on the same complaints all the time. Today, she was wearing a new brace on the right knee. This is an expensive brace, but somebody had donated it there so she did not have to pay full price for it. She was feeling depressed because of her condition and I suggested that maybe we could do TMS again. The patient states she is going to think about it. She still complains of bilateral knee pain but she has been told she has good amount of space in the knee and that she is not going to improve if she has the knee surgery so the patient is upset. The third thing is her cataract surgery has been postponed twice because of some problem Dr. Mann had in the family so she is set up for the 21st. She is always seeking some new medication and I told her that all medicines have side effects and then we have to give you new medication to help with the side effects of the other medicine and I am not too much fond of doing that. I think she needs to talk to the nurse practitioner John Bosco because her regular appointment with Dr. Dave, the psychiatrist, is in October. The patient states she had problem with frequency of urination and I advised checking her for urinalysis. At that time she stated she drinks too much water and that is why she urinates too much at night and she does not want to go get the urine checked. It is difficult to treat this patient with chronic problems almost like Munchausen syndrome and I explained that I am not ready to get her started on a new medicine. The patient understands that. She states she will look into the schedule and call for appointment with Mr. Bosco for mental health help.
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
