Ms. Findley patient is a 69-year-old woman who has been recertified for a hospice with endstage diagnosis of breast cancer affecting her right side. As I said, she is 69 years old. She has a history of breast cancer on the right side. She has however shown great decline in the past since last certification with requirement of oxygen related to shortness of breath what appears to be most likely related to pleural effusion related to her breast cancer. The patient also had a recent upper respiratory infection which required antibiotics. The patient requires pain medication. She grimaces. She is no longer able to speak clearly. She has confusion and memory loss. She sleeps about 16 to 18 hours a day. KPS score has slept to 40%. The patient is considered disabled requiring special care and assistance. She is no longer able to walk at this time because of severe weakness and she has developed three sacral decubitus ulcer which requires treatment and is related to the patient’s protein-calorie weight loss malnutrition and overall demise. She was able to simulate her food. She is eating very little. Mostly for pleasure eating. She has a G-tube which her husband who is her primary caregiver uses to feed her, but he has to cut back because of increased residual. She continues to be weak, total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent with significant weight loss. The patient remains hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
