General: He is awake and alert. Memory is impaired. He is forgetful.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 113/68. Pulse 69. Temperature 97.6°F. Respirations 20. Pulse oximetry 95%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral decreased breath sounds at the bases and upper fields. No wheezing No rales.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

ASSESSMENT:
1. CHF.

2. Cardiomyopathy. EF of 20-25%.

3. History of PE.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction.

5. History of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

6. Memory impairment and forgetful.

PLAN OF CARE: We will continue the patient’s current medications, follow up the electrolytes. The patient has a known cardiomyopathy and he is status post dual chamber AICD placement and he is being followed by cardiology Dr. Morgan. We will follow the recommendations.
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
