IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: The patient presented a California driver’s license B3664725, which correctly identified the claimant.
HPI: The patient is a 49-year-old male who reports having developed heart problems beginning several years earlier. He had noted shortness of breath approximately one and half years ago. He is noted to have history of hypertension and was given medications for blood pressure. However, he had developed vertigo, which continued. The patient stated that he returned to the emergency room and was diagnosed with CVA. He reports decreased ability to find words. He is able to walk several blocks without dyspnea. He has had no chest pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.
2. CVA x 8.
3. Congestive heart failure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He is status post AICD.
MEDICATIONS:

1. Eliquis 5 mg one b.i.d.
2. Atorvastatin 80 mg one daily.
3. Cholecalciferol 25 mcg one daily.
4. Dapagliflozin 10 mg one daily.
5. Furosemide 20 mg one daily.
6. Metoprolol succinate 25 mg half tablet daily.
7. Entresto 97/103 mg one b.i.d.

8. Spironolactone 25 mg one daily.

9. Thiamine 100 mg one daily.
10. Vericiguat 2.5 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker. He stated he quit three months ago. He has had no alcohol in three months. He denies drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: No weight loss or weight gain.
HEENT: Eyes: He wears glasses.

Genitourinary: He has urgency of urination.

Neurologic: He has headache.

The remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 96/50, pulse 70, respiratory rate 20, height 70.5” and weight 180 pounds.

The remainder of the examination is essentially unremarkable.
He does have a well-healed scar involving the left lateral posterior chest wall, which is found to have an AICD device.
IMPRESSION: This is a 49-year-old male with history of congestive heart failure and underlying cardiomyopathy. He further gives history of CVA. The patient is noted to have some symptoms of dyspnea. However, he is able to perform tasks that include exertion and occasional lifting. The patient is felt to have findings suggestive of New York Heart Association Class II.
MEDICAL SOURCE STATEMENT: A 49-year-old male with history of congestive heart failure, cardiomyopathy and history of CVA, further history of atrial fibrillation. The patient is currently in New York Heart Association Class II.
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
