CC: Questionable seizure like activity.

HPI: A 79-year-old female with endstage Alzheimer’s disease was with staff today who stated they witnessed what they thought was a seizure to the point that she had bleeding from her mouth and it was because she had bitten her tongue. Hospice nurse was contacted and got to see patient help clean up the oral lesion and the bleeding and then she contacted me. The patient is generally asleep with her eyes closed. She is nonverbal and nonambulatory dependent for full assist on all six of six ADLs. There had been nothing unusual that had occurred prior to this possible movement and biting and clenching down of her teeth. The patient’s husband/POA Eddie was contacted as well as Robert Peliti and family is aware of patient’s baseline and regardless of whether this is new seizure activity the reality is what would be done about it and what would be required in order to do that which would be imaging etc. So the decision has been made to keep patient comfortable. Continue with current medications as they are and monitor for recurrence of said activity. If it does recur and appears to be continuing then Keppra 250 mg b.i.d. would be initiated but for now we will put it on hold. The patient did have labs on 07/31/23 and her sodium was 135 which was new and followup of BMP was ordered, but I have not seen those results. So, I will order them. Certainly hyponatremia can be a factor that was noted to occur.
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
