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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 89-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IV. She has a background of carcinoma of the ovary that was treated several years ago with chemotherapy. The CKD is most likely associated to side effects of the chemotherapy. The patient runs with a creatinine that is usually between 2.2 and 2.4 mg%. This time, the patient had a serum creatinine of 2.9 with a BUN of 60. The BUN and creatinine ratio is disrupted. The patient is 2 pounds lighter. There is no significant proteinuria. There is no change in the proteinuria and I have the right to think that this elevation of the creatinine is most likely related to the decreased effective intravascular volume. The patient was advised to increase the fluid intake especially if she works out in the yard.

2. The patient has hyperkalemia. The potassium is 5.3. This can play a role in the deterioration of the kidney function. Emphasis was made in following the potassium restriction.

3. The patient has hyperuricemia that is around 7 mg%.

4. The patient has a history of hypoparathyroidism with hypocalcemia and the patient is treated with the administration of calcitriol. The serum calcium is 9.7 mg%.

5. The patient remains with a hemoglobin that is between 9 and 10 most of the time. She takes B12 and vitamin D and has remained with the same levels of hemoglobin. This alternation in the hemoglobin is most likely associated to the chronic kidney disease as well.

6. The patient has remote history of ovarian carcinoma. We are going to request a CA 125 for the next appointment.

7. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
