Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee tender to palpate.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, oriented x3, expressive aphagia, ambulatory dysfunction, and right side weakness.

LABS: Sodium 139, potassium 3.8, chloride 105, CO2 26, BUN 15, creatinine 0.7, AST 108, and ALT 97.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with recent pneumonia.

2. Liver mass suspected liver carcinoma.

3. Elevated liver enzymes due to liver mass and suspected carcinoma.

4. Right knee septic arthritis status post arthrocentesis.

5. Recent aspiration pneumonia treated.

6. Ambulatory dysfunction.

7. History of traumatic brain injury with alternate right side weakness.

8. Dysarthrotic secondary to traumatic brain injury.

PLAN: Continue all the current medications. Discussed with nursing staff.
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
