History: Mr. Green is an 85-year-old obese African American male who has:

1. Very severe DJD of both knees left more than right.
2. He was found to have aortic stenosis.
3. He has gout.

4. Hypertension.

5. Chronic renal disease.

He is not the best candidate for knee replacement. He was very concerned about his kidneys and wanted to discuss all that at length. It was discussed with him that he has a very low GFR and chronic kidney disease stage III to IV. He does not have any excessive leg edema. I told him to use the diclofenac very, very sparingly, as it will shut down his kidneys, Tylenol will be the drug of choice. The patient understands that. He was given Fluad flu shot today. He is going to be seen in the office in next two or three weeks because he wants to discuss his kidney function with me after he sees the kidney doctor in next few days. He stated “he is not ready to go up yet”.
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
