History: Ms. King is 67 years old. She refuses mammograms and bone density. We had sent a Cologuard for her, but the kit expired after one year and she did not do it. A stool iFOB was given to her today. EKG was done. The patient has very poor vision in the right eye secondary to central venous thrombosis. The patient has had a stroke affecting her right upper extremity. She has much improved with good function in her right upper extremity, but has poor handwriting. She has learned how to write with the left hand now. The patient states she is the one to decide what test she wants and what test she does not want and that nobody can control her. I told her at least we need to check her for PAD. The patient states she understands that. Her lab results of May 2023 discussed. The patient’s A1c is about 7. No microalbumin in urine. The patient is advised an eye exam and scheduled a PAD testing as she is diabetic. The patient is noncompliant in many ways. She states her husband has not come home for two years and she is trying to see if he has filed for divorce in the court and, she states if he has not filed, she is planning to file one. The patient states her sons live to her next door and they help her out whenever she needs to go out somewhere. The patient continues to smoke. She had tobacco odor from her clothes.
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
