HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is married. He has 2-year-old son. His son was sick possibly with COVID. 

He has never been immunized against COVID.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had arm surgery.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. He does not smoke.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative for colon cancer. Mother and father are otherwise healthy.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 222 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 135/47.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. 
NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
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ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
Positive COVID noted. Flu is negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Positive COVID.

2. Flu A and Flu B negative.

3. Strep is negative.

4. Because of the patient’s dizziness, we looked at his carotid which was within normal limits.

5. Echocardiogram was done because of tachycardia and was within normal limits.

6. Leg pain and arm pain prompted as to look at his arms and legs in case of positive COVID, looked for DVT and none was found. No PVD was found.

7. Abdominal pain prompted us to look at his abdomen. No evidence of gallstones were noted and carotid echocardiogram within normal limits. Once again, echocardiogram showed tachycardia.
8. Lymphadenopathy related to COVID-19.

9. He received Decadron 8 mg.

10. Rocephin 1 g now.

11. He was given Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak to take on outpatient basis. 

12. To call if any chest pain or shortness of breath noted.

13. Vitamin D and aspirin added for the next seven days.
