CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left leg pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left leg pain started after he started doing squat and the pain is in the whole leg starting from above the knee up to the ankle and sometimes it causes spasm and the patient also stated that he has varicose veins and has knee problems in the past. The patient denied any calf swelling or skin redness.
