HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old young man. Mother brings him in today due to having cough and itchy mosquito bites on his arms and also had one on his forehead. As a matter of fact, he was in school and he was sent to the school nurse to be evaluated for those little mosquito bites and the nurse said he had to get a doctor’s clearance. So, therefore, he is here today. Once again, associated cough.
No other issue. There is no shortness of breath. He plays well. There have not been any fevers. No decrease in his activity. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: In the exam room, normal rate and rhythm. No murmur. Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

EXTREMITIES: Examination of bilateral arms: He does have a few mosquito bites that he has been itching and continues to do so through the exam today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cough. The patient will receive Histex PD 1 mL four times daily.
2. Mosquito bites. Triamcinolone 0.025% to be applied to area of insect bite twice a day, 30 g.
3. He is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if needed.
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
