HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today to be checked. Apparently, she has a few mosquito bites on bilateral forearms and wants a cream for that. No other issues. There is no cough. No fever. Once again, no other abnormality verbalized by the mother; other than the mosquito bites, mother states she is doing well. There has not been any decrease in eating. No decrease in activity level. No nausea, vomiting or fevers.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/______. Pulse 105. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenating well at 95%. Current weight 80 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. On vital signs, it was 105, but, however, during auscultation, the rate is probably in the mid 80s. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

I have noticed a few mosquito bites on her bilateral forearms which she readily points out to me. All the skin is intact. There is no sign of infection. It is just occasional pruritus that she feels at those areas.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Insect bite, primarily mosquito bite. The patient will be given triamcinolone 0.025% to be applied b.i.d. to the area of question.

2. She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor those symptoms, and then return to clinic if needed. The patient can return to school later today if needed.
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
