CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 71-year-old African American female with history of CAD underwent stent placement in approximately 2019-2021. Since that time, she has had episodic elevation of her blood pressure. She was admitted to the acute cardiac unit on 08/01/23 and discharged eight hours later. She has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: 

1. Hypertension.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. Asthma.

4. Diabetes type II.

5. Sciatica.

6. Anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: 

1. Coronary stenting.

MEDICATIONS: 

1. Lisinopril 20 mg one daily.

2. Metoprolol 25 mg daily.

3. Atorvastatin 20 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a prior smoker. She quit two years ago. She notes occasional alcohol use, but no drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 

HEENT: Eyes: She has burning eyes and uses glasses.

Nose: She has sinus problems.

Throat: She has hoarseness

Neck: She reports stiffness and pain.

Respiratory: She has cough and shortness of breath.

Gastrointestinal: She has heartburn.

Genitourinary: She has urgency.
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Psychiatric: She has insomnia.

Neurologic: She reports headaches.

Remainder of review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 189/98, pulse 88, respiratory rate 20, height 62” and weight 136.2 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG reveals sinus rhythm at 89 beats per minute. There is left atrial enlargement. There is poor R-wave progression in leads V1 and V2. Cannot rule out anteroseptal myocardial infarction.

IMPRESSION: 

1. Coronary artery disease stable.
2. Hypertension comes and goes.

3. Hypercholesterolemia

4. Diabetes.

5. History of asthma.

PLAN: I will start her on aspirin 81 mg p.o daily, amlodipine 5 mg one p.o daily. Follow up in one month. Echocardiogram to be scheduled.
