


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: End-of-life care.

HPI: A 94-year-old female who is now on hospice. She had a hemorrhagic CVA. She was hospitalized at SSM on 08/11/23, was stabilized and family who I spoke with stated that the physician made clear that she had limited time and their concern was that she would make the transfer ride from hospital back to AL and they did recommend hospice which was initiated after her return. She is currently at end-of-life care. Her family has been present throughout the day. When I saw her, she was breathing hard and did not appear comfortable and she is on O2 per nasal cannula. I did speak with both her daughters explained what was going on which made them feel a little more comfortable.
DIAGNOSES: End-of-life care in a patient who is status post cortical hemorrhage.

MEDICATIONS: Roxanol 10 mg along with Ativan 2 mg q.3h. routine. She has not yet received that dose, but we will check on her and make adjustment as needed. I have spoken with both her daughters at length and so they have an understanding what is going on. She has been on O2 and they would like to have it discontinued. The patient was given the new order of Roxanol 1 mL with Ativan Intensol 1 mL. She received that and I saw her shortly thereafter. She appeared more comfortable. Oxygen was removed and family stated that she just looked much better than earlier. They are aware that she may pass overnight and they are prepared for that.
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
