CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 61-year-old with advanced Parkinson’s disease with Parkinson’s dementia and a history of psychosis. The patient had annual labs that were reviewed with her today. She was quiet. While she made eye contact, it was that of a curious nature and wondering who I was and what I was doing despite having explained it to her and it was clear she had no comprehension of what I said regarding the labs, but she seemed happy when I said everything was okay.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease with advanced Parkinson’s related dementia, psychosis, hypothyroid, disordered sleep pattern improved, and arthralgias.

MEDICATIONS: Sinemet 25/100 mg one p.o. t.i.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., lidocaine patch to back on 12 and off 12, lorazepam 0.5 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., olanzapine 10 mg h.s., temazepam 15 mg h.s., and tramadol 50 mg q.a.m.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular with Boost q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/73, pulse 73, temperature 98.4, respirations 16, O2 sat 96%, and weight 133.6 pounds which is a weight loss of 3.6 pounds since 07/05/23.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review WNL.

2. Mild hypoproteinemia. T-protein is 5.9. The patient does receive a protein supplement, we will continue with same. Remainder of CMP is WNL.
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
