Neylon has been doing very well. He denies any depression, and anxiety or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He described medication has been working and has no problem with any other medical issues too and is regularly following his medical doctor and has been taking medication. He described he has been sleeping, eating good and there was no mood swing. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucinations or delusion. The patient was very cheerful and quite happy.
