PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Colonoscopy with biopsy.
INDICATIONS: Past history of colon polyps.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was then turned around in left lateral position. A digital rectal examination was normal. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum, which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. The Boston Bowel Preparation Score (BBPS) was 3 for ascending colon, 3 for transverse colon, and 3 for descending colon. Withdrawal time was 8 minutes. The patient tolerated the procedure well and recovered well post procedure without any complications.

FINDINGS: Ascending colon polyp 0.5 cm sessile removed by cold biopsy. Small hemorrhoids noted on retroflexion.

PLAN: Followup colonoscopy in seven years.
