I have known Mr. Blake for last 15 years. I used to see patient for hypertension actually first time I saw him was in November 2002 that would be 21 years ago. In any case, the patient subsequently was found to have an enlarged lymph node in his right axilla so patient was sent to Dr. Charney for evaluation so he did a biopsy, which was done on October 13, 2015 it came back as mature B-cell neoplasm suggestive of Burkitt lymphoma. The patient also then had a staging workup and he was found to have disease localized in the axilla and the neck. The patient was referred to Medical City Dallas to Dr. Vikas Bhushan. The patient subsequently was treated with aggressive systemic chemotherapy, which included R-IVAC/R-CODOX-M. He completed chemotherapy in 2016. The patient did have protracted course of chemotherapy with infections requiring hospitalization and then he had some side effects such as peripheral neuropathy. The patient however since has progressively improved. He still has some residual peripheral neuropathy but all in all he is doing well.

Currently, he has been on few medications, which includes atenolol 100 mg daily, gabapentin 600 mg two to three times a day, and methocarbamol 750 mg every six hours as needed.

The patient comes today with the symptoms of severe constipation and occasionally bleeding. The patient has tried everything. He drinks lot of fluids. He takes MiraLax and regularly he takes enema but he is worried and hence he is here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Weighs 261 pounds and blood pressure 142/88.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Severe constipation.

2. History of Burkitt lymphoma now in complete remission.

3. History of essential hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, TSH, PSA, and refer the patient to Dr. Caroline Walker for GI consult and endoscopy.
