History: Ms. Stawnicz was seen today. There was a scare because of a lab error. The patient had labs done and that showed her calcium to be 12.5. The patient is on Ozempic also for weight loss and I got worried whether she is developing any kind of parathyroid and thyroid tumors. Her TSH was low. So, we have reduced her levothyroxine from 112 to 100 mcg a day and new prescription is given. Because of the hypercalcemia, I decided to do ionized calcium, repeat the serum calcium, check PTH level and advised her to hold off magnesium and vitamin D and everything, but the patient brought me whole list of labs that she downloaded from the portal and they were reviewed at length. The patient has never had hypercalcemia. So, this was a lab error as the ionized calcium is normal, repeat calcium is normal, parathyroid test is normal. I have decided that she can continue Ozempic which helps her with weight loss as well as her type II diabetes. She is going to be seen in the office in the first week of October.
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
