HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 7-year-old male patient here today complaint of mild cough and some ear pain. He also had a fever yesterday. No significant congestion. No shortness of breath. His speech is impaired. He does have autism. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Hyperactivity medication. Mother does not remember the name.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and two other sisters.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is awake. He follows good eye contact. He does not communicate with me. He does however allow me to interact with him and to briefly examine without any undue stress.

VITAL SIGNS: Difficult to obtain because he would not allow us to get near him to have the blood pressure cuff on him, but pulse seems to be within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenating well at 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is bilateral tympanic membrane erythema, right is worse than left. Oropharyngeal area: He will not allow me to investigate this. 
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 7.5 mL b.i.d. x10 days #150 mL.
