ROGERS, RICHARD
Richard is a 66-year-old gentleman with past medical history of malignant neoplasm of the prostate with involvement of the bone and lymph nodes. This has caused the patient severe abdominal pain. The patient has been undergoing radiation therapy for pain control. The patient also has completed a course of Xofigo. Despite these treatments, the patient has continued to have increase pain and lose weight. The patient is not eating. The patient has now developed severe weakness and has expressed desire for hospice care. He wants to be placed on hospice to be kept comfortable. He no longer wishes to proceed with chemo or radiation therapy at this time. Given his bone involvement and continuation of bone involvement despite treatment with Xgeva in June and Eligard in July, he continues with nausea and abdominal pain and would like to be placed on hospice. The patient has minimal appetite, eats very little. The patient is expected to do poorly most likely has less than six months to live.
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
