Complaints per mother having early sore throat, cannot swallow, right ear pain off and on for two weeks, and stomach pain.
PRESENT ILLNESS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythematous pharynx with enlarged tonsil area tissue. Neck: Supple with 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
PLAN: The patient has strep testing performed which was negative. However, because of persistence of sore throat and evidence of early tonsillitis, the patient was given amoxicillin to take for 10 days, to follow up as needed with PCP and here as indicated.
