Mrs. Llorens is a 79-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1973. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease stage IV, coronary artery disease, atrial fibrillation, congestive heart failure, and gout. Her last hemoglobin A1c is 9.5%. For her diabetes, she is on Toujeo 40 units once daily and Humalog based on sliding scale usually taking about 6 units with each meal. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She reports rare episodes of hypoglycemia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, I will change the patient’s diabetes regimen. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.5%. We will recommend starting Soliqua 30 units in the morning titrating up to 40 units in the morning. I will also have her continue Farxiga 10 mg once daily. I will also do Humalog based dose of 10 units plus 2 units every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, we will check her current lipid panel.

4. For her chronic kidney disease stage IV, she is followed by Dr. Alvarez.

5. For atrial fibrillation and congestive heart failure, she will followup with cardiologist.

6. For her gout, continue to monitor a uric acid levels.
