DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 77-year-old white female that has CKD stage IIIB. The patient has been following the recommendations, has been losing weight; so far, 14 pounds of body weight and today comes with a creatinine of 1.58 mg/dL compared to 1.7 the last time and the GFR went up to 34 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The patient is stage IIIB-A1.

2. She has hyperuricemia that is treated with the administration of Uloric and the uric acid is under control.

3. The patient has a history of vitamin B12 deficiency that is under control.

4. The patient has history of diabetes. The hemoglobin A1c is 5.6%.

5. History of hypertension. Today, the blood pressure is 113/69 compared to 131/94 that was present five months ago.

6. The patient has history of osteoarthritis, bilateral knee replacement, and pain in the lower extremities that is followed and treated by Dr. Maxwell. Overall, the patient is much improved. She was advised to continue losing weight down to 175 pounds in order to remain in stable condition.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 16 minutes in the face-to-face and 6 minutes in the documentation.
