CC: Assume care.
HPI: A 95-year-old patient who has been in residence since 02/20/23. I have not previously had contact with her, but today I was asked to follow her. Her daughter and co-POA Kellye Steward is present and is able to give information. We met when she came to see me and asked if I was accepting her mother, I said yes and so we went back to the room to see her as there was a Lara, home health nurse back with the patient and the patient had some O2 desats that were new for her and the nurse was telling the daughter that she needed to make a decision to send her to the hospital or have her placed on hospice. I went back there and saw the patient who was awake, resting comfortably; when asked, she denied having chest pain or any other discomfort and so a decision was made to just follow her as is because POA stated that her mother just appeared to her baseline. O2 sats were checked later x 2 and were down to 84 and then 80. The patient did not appear to have any discomfort. The young nurse seemed uncomfortable without a decision being made and I told her that that was not her concern because they were just here for a visit and she was my patient. She then signed off, had the daughter signed something left and that it began on the part of Lara a lot of bullying and unethical behavior on their part in attempt to attain this patient as a hospice patient. I went back at the daughter’s request to look at the patient, she was awake, had her eyes open. The daughter had told me that the mother said “I wonder if I should go to the hospital, which was her way of without making the decision being sent to the hospital. So, I approached her and looked at her and said you know what I think that we should probably just send you to the hospital, are you okay with that, she said, yep and so EMSA was contacted. She was started on O2 before they wheeled her out the door and information given that was all needed and she currently at 9 o’clock this evening and remains at the hospital. Her daughter has not signed any paperwork with Lara and I had actually picked up the phone this evening as it was ringing at about 8:30 and it was a staff member who wanted to speak to someone regarding this patient and whether she was an emergent hospice admit and I told them until the daughter gave consent that I was unable to give them permission. Daughter then left and will be back tomorrow and make decisions based on what occurs at the hospital.
