SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. When I came to see the patient nursing home she was reported by the nursing staff, she has been lethargic ad not eating. When he saw the patient today, she really answering any question she is mumbling, lethargic, and her baseline usually she is awake, alert, and talkative but she is not responding verbal command and stirring up. She is opening her eyes. The patient does have a significant change in her mental status. The patient does have recent respiratory failure. She was hospitalized. She was diagnosed with pulmonary embolism and left leg DVT. She has been maintained on her medication. But today, she is not responding to the verbal form. She is very weak, lethargic, and not eating.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient lying on the bed and lethargic.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 106/57, pulse 72, temperature 98.4, and respiration 18. She is on oxygen and her pulse ox is 95%. She reported to be hypoxic in the room air and she was placed on 2 liters.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Edema in the both leg noted and 1+ pitting. She was reported to have edema but that is much better.

Neuro: She is lethargic. She does not respond to verbal command but I am stirring her up. She does open her eyes and mumbling.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has change in mental status.

2. History of pulmonary embolism.

3. History of left leg DVT.

4. History of TIA.

5. History of diabetes mellitus.

6. Coronary artery disease.

7. Lumbar 2 compression fracture.

8. Ambulatory dysfunction.
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PLAN: Because of patient’s acute change in mental status and then her condition. I will transfer the patient to the hospital for further evaluation. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
