Medication includes naltrexone which he was using to help him quit smoking; he is no longer smoking or drinking alcohol, B12 tablets, Lipitor and Norvasc.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg, Lipitor 80 mg, B12, and naltrexone 50 mg.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient used to be a pipefitter. Single at this time, married, but separated for sometime. He has five children. He does not smoke, he does not drink alcohol; he has quit. The patient is using a walker to get around.
FAMILY HISTORY: Both mother and father died of old age.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure ______. Pulse 90. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft, but scaphoid.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Both knees appeared quite debilitated with crepitus and increased size in bony prominences consistent with severe DJD.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 80-year-old gentleman with DJD, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, history of alcohol abuse, but has quit smoking and drinking with the help of naltrexone. The patient would benefit from provider services. At this time, we will make appropriate recommendations.
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
