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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in October 2021, in Cincinnati, Ohio.  The patient was in a restaurant.  The patient was attacked by three male robbers.  The patient tells me that he was in a restaurant and then he was hit multiple times by three robbers.  The patient was hit in the head.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient was kicked multiple times in the head and in the ribs.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient has sustained head injury.  The patient tells me that his head was swelling.  The patient also has left eyebrow pain.  The patient has severe headache and confusion, disorientation after the injury to the head.
The patient has significant headaches.  The patient has headaches almost every day basis.  The patient has short-term memory loss.  The patient has intermittent confusion.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.
The patient is currently working for Coast Guard until September 1, 2023.  The patient is working as a trainer for designing courses.  The patient tells me that his memory deficit and memory loss has significantly affecting his work.  The patient is not able to remember things well.  The patient has to write down everything.  The patient is not able to perform well as a trainer given the memory loss.  The patient also tells me that his headaches are affecting his concentration.  The patient has decrease in focus and concentration.  The patient tells me that he has to miss work.
MoCA examination score is 26/30.  The patient missed three on delay recall.  The patient missed one on abstraction.
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
