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Ms. Peck is an 83-year-old woman on hospice for Parkinsonism. She lives with her daughter Johnnie who is her primary caregiver. Johnnie states that the patient is not eating. She is much weaker. She is having a hard time walking. She is a high risk of fall. She has lost about 4 pounds since the last time I had seen her. The patient is also having symptoms of mild urinary tract infection per her daughter which we are going to address today. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, history of aspiration related to endstage Parkinsonism, now with decreased mentation, decreased weight, increased difficulty swallowing, decreased appetite and UTI. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. She lives in the Humble area of Houston with her daughter and remains hospice appropriate. Most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
