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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 78-year-old white female that is patient of Mr. Gill, PAC that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD IIIB. The most recent laboratory workup that was done on 08/24/2023 shows that the serum creatinine is 1.46, the estimated GFR is 37 mL/min, BUN 30, the serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The protein-to-creatinine ratio remains around 200 mg /g of creatinine. The patient continues to take Kerendia 10 mg every day. She feels well.

2. The patient has anemia. The hemoglobin is reported at 10.9 compared to 10.1 and 9.6 in prior occasions and is somewhat better and more stable. The patient has been more active and has more energy according to her information.

3. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today 135/74. Continue with the same medications.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient has a history of hyperuricemia. The uric acid is 6.

5. Overall, the patient is better. We are going to continue with the same approach and reevaluate her in six months with laboratory workup.
