CC: Fall followup.
HPI: A 79-year-old who had a fall on 08/25. He was pushing another resident in her wheelchair somehow lost his balance fell backward and ended up with the scalp laceration sent to Integris SWMC where he had laceration on his scalp with placement of six staples. He had a head CT with no acute changes and an EKG at patient’s baseline. He is sitting quietly in his room today watching television. He was in good spirits asked him how he was doing and he was kind of quiet said okay and really just seemed to have a difficult time maintaining conversation. They tell him, he should probably not be propelling other people around and he stated that he is not anymore.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression, anxiety/OCD behavior, ASCBD, BPH, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note two weeks ago.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient sitting quietly in his room. He was quiet but inviting.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/89, pulse 89, temperature 98.1, respirations 12, oxygenation 94%, and weight 146 pounds.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His words are clear and appropriate sentence formation appears more relaxed than usual. Scalp he has a vertical laceration at the vertex with four staples appears to be healing appropriately. No redness or warmth.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He has +1 edema at the dorsum of both feet. His legs had been in a dependent position all day. Trace ankle and distal pretibial. Orientation x1-2.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Follows scalp laceration. He has four staples that were placed on 08/25 can be removed on 09/04.

2. Medication review. I am discontinuing Exelon patch and decreasing torsemide 40 mg to four days weekly.
