HEENT: ENT, the patient denies any nasal discharge. No ear pain. No loss of hearing. Denies any sore throat. No painful swallowing. Eyes, the patient denies any blurred vision. No eye pain.

CARDIAC: The patient denies any chest pain or palpitations.

RESPIRATORY: The patient denies any shortness of breath or cough.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NECK: Supple. No stiffness and no adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, no crackles, and no orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness and no palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions, no abrasion, and no erythema.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Lab review.

2. Low testosterone with history of insomnia.

PLAN: The patient had his labs reviewed and his free testosterone was abnormal and he needs for repeat lab was explained to the patient with proper comprehension. The patient had labs drawn for total testosterone and free testosterone with pending results. The patient to return to clinic for lab review in one week.
