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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1978, the patient not certain of the date.  The patient was in Wichita Kansas, Air Force Base.  The patient was stepping out of his dorm room.  He fell down and hit the head.  He tells me that he hit the head on the cement ground.  The patient tells me that he broke open his lips and also hurt his eye.  The patient fell on the forehead.  The patient tells me that had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was taken to the hospital.  The patient was evaluated.  When he woke up, the patient was confused disorientated.  The patient had severe head pain.
The patient tells me currently he had significant memory loss.  His memory is very poor.  The patient has constant headache.  The patient has decreased in concentration.  The patient has decreased ability to focus.  The patient has significant difficulty to manage stress.
The patient is currently working as a plumber.  He tells me that his memory deficit has significantly affecting his job as working as a plumber.  The patient tells me that he would forget things very very easily.  The patient is not able to remember some tasks.  The patient will forget his job.  The headaches also affecting his concentration at work.
MoCA examination today score is 25/30.  The patient missed 5 on delay recall.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1978, Wichita Kansas Air Force Base.  The patient was coming out of his dorm room and fell down and hit the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he broken his lips.  The patient also sustained injury.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain.  The patient also confusion, disorientation, and dizziness when he woke up.  Since the event, the patient has constant headaches.  He has headache on every day basis.  His memory is also very poor.

MoCA examination score today is 25/30.  The patient missed all 5 on delay recall.  The patient has been taking Advil on a consistent basis for headaches.  It is my opinion that the fall and down hit in the head, result in loss of consciousness, poor memory, chronic daily headaches, these all signs and symptoms suggesting a traumatic brain injury.
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
