No recent acute issue reported today by the nursing staff but patient has been evaluated by hematology they recommended to start Pradaxa for anticoagulation. She has been tolerating well. No bleeding. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake and lying in the bed. She is nonverbal. She has dysarthria secondary to severe stroke. She is lying in the bed.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/80, pulse 74, temperature 97.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: She has a right BKA stump that has been healed and left leg she has some edema but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is weak on the right. She is also weak in the left side. She also has dysarthria and expressive aphagia. She has ambulatory dysfunction because of previous right leg amputation and significant stroke. She is dependant on her ADL.

LABS: Imaging reviewed by me.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Left leg DVT.

2. History of PE while she was in the hospital.

3. She also has a weakness initially right side. She also has left-sided weakness from the extensive stroke bilateral.

4. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

5. Dysarthria.

6. Ambulatory dysfunction.

7. Peripheral vascular disease status post right leg below knee amputation.

8. History of COPD.

9. History of pneumonia treated.
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PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Reviewed labs. Physical therapy to be continued. Feeding tube per G-tube is being tolerated well.
