He has been getting Debrox eardrops for the wax in the ear and he is responding well. He is also on atorvastatin with history of hyperlipidemia from previous CVA. He has been maintained on 10 mg daily, MiraLax 17 g daily, Dulcolax suppository p.r.n, esomeprazole 20 mg daily for GERD, and Florastor capsule twice a day for supplement for GI.
