HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-month-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having a fever of 100.3 and having discomfort in her ears in particular the left side. She has been doing a lot of pulling on that left ear. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. No other issues verbalized. At various times, the crying ensues with the left ear pain. Mother attempts to console. At times, she is more successful than others.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. She lives with mother and father.
The patient is normally a good eater; she takes both foods and fluids well that has somewhat diminished over the last day or two.
She has had these symptoms now almost a week. It seems to be getting a bit worse from mother’s point of view.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. She tracks well with the eyes with me. She allows me to interact with her and examine her although mother is at her side and consoling her.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present. Oropharyngeal area: Very mild erythema. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Talking with the father, she has good wet diapers every day and normal bowel movements.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Acute otitis media, left side greater than right. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days, 100 mL.
2. Mother and father are going to continue to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if there is any issue.
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
