I had the pleasure to see Ms. Fnu today for initial evaluation for memory loss.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 78-year-old female, with chief complaint of memory loss.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter-in-law.  According to her daughter-in-law, the patient has been having progressive memory loss over the past over the past few years.  It has been much worse for the last one year.  Majority of this memory loss is short-term memory loss.  She will misplace things.  She forgets the grandkids names.  The patient will forget dates.  The patient does not know calculation.  The patient does not know her own date of birth.  She does not know the year, month, and date.  The patient cannot do any calculations.  Her symptoms have been progressively getting worse.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
They did not provide any past medical history.
MEDICATIONS

They did not provide any current medications she is taking.

ALLERGIES

No known drug allergies.

IMPRESSION

Progressive memory loss.  According to her daughter-in-law, the patient has been having progressive memory loss for the last few years and it has been much worse for the last one year.  The patient has significant short-term memory loss.  She does not know her grandchildren’s name.  She does not know her own date of birth.  She does not know the year, month, and day today.  She cannot do calculations.  I suspect the patient has advanced Alzheimer’s disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the daughter-in-law of the above possibility.

2. I will schedule the patient to obtain a brain MRI, to definitively evaluate for cortical atrophy and also to rule out multiinfarct dementia.

3. I will also call the lab, to see if she get some general medical laboratory workup. 
4. I will start the patient on Memantine 10 mg once a day once after the EEG study.
