HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 11-year-old male patient here today with complaints of head lice. His brother and mother also have head lice.

No other issues are verbalized. He has not had any fever, cough or any other symptoms of illness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/57. Pulse 78. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. Oxygenation 100% on room air. Current weight 90 pounds.

HEENT: Examination of the scalp does reveal head lice nits on hair follicles throughout the scalp.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Head lice. The patient will be given a prescription for Sklice. He will take this as directed or rather apply it as directed. If he is not getting good results with this, they will return to clinic for follow up.
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
