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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old male that is followed in the clinic because of CKD stage IIIB. This is the CKD that is associated to diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. The kidney function has improved ever since he got a better control of the blood sugar. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 07/23/2023, the creatinine is 1.34, the estimated GFR up to 55 mL/min. The patient has an albumin creatinine ratio that is 49 since started on insulin and the blood sugar readings are better.

2. Diabetes mellitus type II that is on Lantus. The latest hemoglobin A1c that was done on 07/23/2023, was 8.4. When I interviewed the patient, the blood sugar readings lately in the last month have been all under 200; changes are not made.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The lipid profile shows that cholesterol is 144, HDL 43, LDL 84 and the triglycerides are 81; everything is under control.

4. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading in the office is 139/79; at home is lower at 120/70 most of the time.
5. Prostate cancer and frequent urination. The patient had a sensor placed in the urinary bladder by Dr. Onyishi with good results. We are going to reevaluate the PSA for the next appointment.
